For both Men’s and Women’s H1-2 races, all four sport classes will compete together. Once the first rider—male or
female—completes the full race distance and crosses the finish line, all remaining riders will finish their race at the
completion of their current lap.

The Commissaires’ Panel reserves the right to instruct any athlete to withdraw from the race. In such cases, the rider
will be assigned the rank corresponding to their position at the time they are stopped.

Change of Race Distance

All races, except MH1-2, WH1-2 MT1-2 and WT1-2, will have one lap removed from the originally planned race
distance.

The race distances are therefore modified as follows:

e MH3, MH4 and MH5: 6 laps — total distance 50.0 km
e WH3, WH4 and WH5: 5 laps — total distance 41.7 km
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
